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Argos Win Big Over Regina 

 
Great Falls, MT– The University of Great Falls men’s basketball team used the three-point 
precision of senior Mark Celaya (Chandler, AZ) to take an early en route to a 90-58 win over 
the University of Regina. Celaya opened with nine straight points and finished the night with a 
game high 23. The Argos held a commanding 47-16 lead going into halftime. 
 
Junior forward L.J. Jones (Anaheim, CA) put up 15 points and a game high 11 rebounds in the 
effort while senior guard Lukas Hambsch (Chandler, AZ) added 12 points. Junior college 
transfer Melvin Williams (Philadelphia, PA) chipped in 11 points and led the team with seven 
assists and six steals. The Argos had 10 players in the scoring column and shot 45% from 
behind the arc. The Argos out rebounded the Cougars 46-33 and forced 28 turnovers. 
 
“We put together a great effort tonight,” said Head Coach Steve Silsby. “Everyone contributed 
and we played some very unselfish ball. It’s nice that we have several guys who can score 
which should provide us with some better consistency this year.”
