Great Falls, MT – University of Great Falls volleyball coach Arunas Duda has announced the signing of 5’10” 
middle blocker Taylor Lucero to a NAIA/Frontier Conference Letter of Intent today.  Lucero comes to UGF 
after a highly successful two-year career at Fresno City College (CA) where she earned 1st Team All-American 
honors in the junior college ranks this past season.  She will enroll in classes and begin competition in the 
upcoming fall season of 2010. 
 
“We are incredibly excited about Taylor’s decision to play for the Lady Argos next season,” Duda said.  “She is 
a player that will make an immediate impact on the court, with our team, and in our conference.  Her junior 
college coach Tracy Ainger-Schulte has done an excellent job in training her and giving her the tools to 
succeed at any level.
